This Week's Text: 1 Corinthians 5:7, Mark 10:45

“The Passover is a gospel before the gospel...All those colorful, dramatic ordinances and rituals of the
Old Testament prefigured and foreshadowed the work of Christ. Redemption, substitution, atonement

are no afterthought of God.” A.W. Criswell
