• How does Jesus embody truth and perfectly fulfill the ninth commandment (John 

14:6)? 

• Is it possible to live in truth apart from Christ (John 14:16-17)? 

• How are truth and love linked (1 John 3:18)? How do we practice the truth in our daily 

lives (Ephesians 4:25), and why is it crucial to our gospel witness?
