Are the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus simply facts, or have they transformed your
life?

Why did Jesus rebuke them, and how did he correct their perspective about Jesus (verses
25-27)7

Where do we see the sovereignty of God revealed in this text?

What is the focal point of the Scriptures (verse 27)? How does this change the way you
approach your Bible reading and study? Share some ways we can miss the main point of

God's Word even though our intentions are sincere.
